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(The VENDORS transform the stage into the Balcony outside PRINCESS 
JASMINE’S bedroom.)
LAMP VENDOR: If Aladdin was going to woo Princess Jasmine, he had to 
convince her that he was really Prince Ali Ababwa.
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His future, and the future of Agrabah, depended on it! 
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
